street address. Anyone with a street address can be a registered agent or you can pay
someone to do it. A business can’t appoint itself as RA, but an individual owner can.
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Yes, Uregon NONPromts require a
registered agent: o

What is a registered agent?

A registered agent is an individual or business
entity that receives legal notices and
government documents on behalf of a nonprofit.
They must be available during regular business
hours at an Oregon street address. @

Why is a registered agent required?

A registered agent helps ensure that a nonprofit
complies with state requirements and is
promptly notified of important legal and
governmental notices. @

Who can be a registered agent?

A registered agent can be an individual who lives
in Oregon, or a domestic or foreign business
entity that is authorized to do business in
Oregon. ¢

How to find a registered agent?

You can find registered agent service companies
online by searching for "Oregon registered
agent". You can also call (503) 986-2200 with
questions. @

You can also register your nonprofit with the
Oregon Department of Justice if it's a public
benefit nonprofit corporation, an out-of-
state nonprofit that does business in
Oregon, or a trust that holds assets in
Oregon for charitable beneficiaries. ¢
